The Trimmers job was to keep

  the coal  bunkers stocked up and level. They also had the task of shovelling coal

  down the coal chutes to the firemen to keep the engines turning. Another task

  they performed was to extinguish any fires that broke up in the bunkers.

  The men were the lowest paid.

  Firemen

  These men or the Stokers  shovelled coal into the ships boilers.

  Greasers

  Keep the machinery lubricated with grease or oil.
